2. AVOID CONFRONTATIONS: Do not take the law into your own hands and do not confront motorized violators verbally or physically.

4. SHARE the incident report form and any photos or video with law enforcement, land management agency staff, and an interested conservation group.

5. ASK OTHERS TO HELP: share this form with others to use
